Funding
Note
We had allotted both of those GL codes to cover expenses for our Spring Show, Concierto de la
Primavera, in May. Dinkelspiel Auditorium, the venue, requires that we get a purchase order in
the amount of $3,553.20 to cover the costs: lighting, mixer, microphone, speakers, folding chairs,
tables, podium, flat shell, technician overtime, etc. I thought those expenses could be covered
with both GL codes (7510 and 6320), but Hongyi Marston at the ASSU/SSE said that for the
Music Department you could use GL Code 6320 (Technical Services). Thus, I am requesting
transfer of $1,900 from GL Code 7510 (facilities rental) to GL Code 6320 (technical services).
We will still be using the money for what we originally intended, expenses for the venue used for
our spring show. However, we need this budget modification request to go through in order for us
to complete our purchase order and reserve Dink Auditorium.
